	Title
	Wanted Cancels for Wanted Repository

	Actors
	Criminal Justice Community, Direct Connect Criminal Justice Agencies

	Scenario #1
A Wanted Person cancel is sent to DCJS.


	 A Wanted Person cancel is sent to DCJS through the eJustice system. Input data is edited. The following subscenarios can occur.

(A) A matching DCJS record is found and canceled. The function determines that no transaction will be sent to NCIC.

(B) No matching DCJS record is found, but one of the following conditions apply:

(1) The transaction contains both name and Originating Agency Case Number, so the transaction is sent to NCIC. The following can occur:

[a] NCIC responds that the record was canceled.

[b] NCIC responds that the record was not on file.

(2) The transaction contains name and WPR, or Case Number and WPR, so the transaction is not sent to NCIC.

The user initiates the cancel, entering an Originating Agency Identifier, Cancel Reason, name and Originating Agency Case Number, name and WPR Number or Originating Agency Case Number and WPR Number. An exact match on data, including the input name, if present, and base record name, is required for the DCJS record to be canceled. The Cancel Reason and Cancel Date are updated to the Oracle database record, but the record is not deleted.

A positive response will include the Originating Agency Identifier, and either the input data, or if not entered, the wanted person record data for name, Originating Agency Case Number, and WPR Number. If the transaction was sent to NCIC and they responded positively, that is included in the response. If NCIC responded negatively, that is also included in the response.



	Preconditions
	1) The originating agency will provide the Wanted/Missing Person System with the information required for a Wanted Person cancel. 

2) All fields must pass data standard edits with exceptions noted.  If any data fails any of these edits, an appropriate notification will be made to the user and the transaction will be rejected.

	Business Rules
	The following Cancel Use Case Business Rules apply: 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 10, 11, 12, 14, 15, 16, 17, and 19.

	Post-Conditions
	1)  Any pre-conditions or business rules that are not met by this program will return an error message to the contributor.
